We move campers into the
woods and into the Ebenezer building. We move
campers all over the camp, but our ultimate goal is
to move campers to a “Changed Life”. Our hope is
that while campers move to and fro they experience
the love of Jesus in a way that draws them into a
deeper relationship with Christ.
